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MHPA Statement on Health Reform Legislation

“We applaud Congress for extending prescription drug rebates to states for Medicaid health plan 
enrollees. This ends a long-time disparity in law that disadvantages states from receiving additional 
rebates for drugs simply because Medicaid beneficiaries are in Medicaid health plans. We believe this 
is a tremendous improvement in the administration of state Medicaid programs and will help improve 
care coordination and the quality of health care for Medicaid members.”
